YOUR GARDEN IN JUNE
Kitchen Garden
-  Shorten over-vigorous growth on wall-trained apples and pears. 
-  Thin apples and plums after the natural fruit drop has occurred.
-  Pinch out tips of new fig shoots once they have five leaves.
-  Tie in new canes of raspberries and blackberries.
-  Put straw around strawberry plants to prevent soil splash.
-  Use healthy strawberry runners to propagate new plants.                                                          
-  Pull salad onions, salad leaves and radishes as they mature, and continue successional
    sowings.
-  Early potatoes may be ready for harvest when they come into flower.    

-  Plant out Celeriac, self blanching celery, sweet peppers and outdoor cucumbers. 
-  Direct sow French beans, courgettes, squash and sweetcorn in outdoor beds.
-  Sow herbs such as basil and coriander every two to four weeks.
-  Harvest rhubarb until the end of the month.

-  Apply a dressing of fertiliser to asparagus beds.

Pest and Disease Watch
-  Hang pheromone traps in apple trees to reduce codling moth.

-  Check for big bud mite on blackcurrant and destroy badly affected bushes.
-  Watch for powdery mildew in warm spells.
-  Treat raspberries against raspberry beetle as the first pink fruits develop.
-  Keep carrot fly away with fine woven plastic mesh.
-  Check roses for caterpillars of the large rose sawfly.

-  Inspect indoor plants for glasshouse red spider mite, whitefly and thrips.

Flower Garden
-  Direct sow fast-growing Calendula, clarkia and godetia.
-  Sow wallflowers and pansies for next year.
-  Complete planting out of summer hanging baskets and containers, and keep them well

    watered.                  
-  Cut back dead bulb foliage.
-  Trim Alyssum, geranium, heuchera and aubretia after flowering to encourage fresh new
    growth and a second flush of flowers.

-  Cut back flowered stems of euphorbia.
-  Tie in sweet peas to supports.
-  Liquid feed containerised plants every two to four weeks.
Trees, shrubs, hedges and climbers
-  Tie in climbing and rambling roses as near horizontal as possible to encourage better
    flowering.

-  Cut back deutzia, kolkwitzia, weigela and philadephus after flowering.
-  Trim evergreens such as viburnum tinus.
-   Prune deciduous magnolias, if necessary, once in full leaf.

-   Tie in twining climbers such as honeysuckle and clematis.

-   Take softwood cuttings of deciduous shrubs.

Glasshouse & Indoor Plants
-   Move conservatory plants such Cymbidium and citrus outdoors during warm days, but    
     bring indoors on cold nights.

-  Check plants every few days to see if they need watering.
-  Ensure adequate ventilations on warm, sunny days.  Damp down greenhouse on hot days
    to increase humidity levels.

Lawns
-  Regularly mow lawns, but leave the grass longer during drought.
-  Ensure new lawns do not dry out in hot weather.  Weed seedlings in new lawns should
   disappear with regular mowing.

Ponds and Water Features

-  Plant new aquatic plants.
-  Cut back or divide established water plants.  Remove blanket weed and skim off duckweed.
Wildlife Gardening
-  Change the water regularly in birdbaths and top up birdfeeders.
-  Spring-flowering meadows can now be given their annual cut.
