YOUR GARDEN IN NOVEMBER
Kitchen Garden
-  Cane, bush and tree fruit can all be planted, as can garlic cloves.
-  Harvest Jerusalem Artichokes, cauliflowers, winter cabbage, leeks, spinach, Swiss Chard
    and Kohl Rabi as they mature.

-  Start Winter pruning of apples and pear trees, and prune grapes after leaf fall.
-  Sow Winter Rye as a green manure.
-  Lift and divide rhubarb crowns.
-  Weed, manure and dig over vacant areas but keep off wet soil.
Pest and Disease Watch
-  Net brassicas against pigeons and remove old leaves to limit grey mould and downy  

    mildew.
-  Apply grease bands to fruit trees to protect against winter moth.

-  Spray peaches and nectarines against peach leaf curl.  Protect against the rain.
-  On fruit trees, prune out shoots infected with canker, well back into healthy wood.
Flower Garden
-  Tulips for spring can still be planted, and complete potting up lily bulbs.
-  Cut down faded perennials and remove stakes, leaving penstemons and other late
    perennials to flower on.
-  Most ornamental grasses can be left until spring before trimming back.
-  In well drained soils in mild areas, cannas and dahlias may overwinter in the ground.
-  Raise containers to prevent waterlogging.
-  Mulch borderline hardy plants such as Agapanthus and Phygelius with compost or
    leafmould.
-  Start taking root cuttings of poppies, verbascum, phlox and eryngium.
Trees, shrubs, hedges and climbers
-  Bare root deciduous trees,  shrubs and roses can be planted.
-  Begin the pruning of deciduous trees and shrubs after leaf fall.
-  Complete the pruning of climbing roses
-  Place guards around new trees, to protect against rabbits, deer and squirrels.
-  Check tree stakes and ties.
Glasshouse & Indoor Plants
-  Fix bubble wrap inside glasshouses for insulation and install heaters.
-  Reduce watering and feeding of house plants.

-  Pot up Hippeastrum bulbs for Christmas and bring potted hyacinths into a light and

   cool situation once they begin shooting.

-  Bring half-hardy fuchsias under cover and cut back pelargoniums and allow them

    to become dormant.  

Lawns
-  In mild weather trim the lawn with the mower set high.  Brush any worm casts off the
    lawn first.

-  Regularly rake any fallen leaves which accumulate on the grass.
-  Keep off the grass when there is frost and if the ground is wet.
-  In mild weather, turf can still be laid.
Ponds and Water Features

-  Regularly remove fallen leaves and dead vegetation from ponds.
-  Stop feeding fish as the weather turns cold.
-  Remove barley straw algae controls and place on compost heap.
-  Remove and clean pumps and fountains, then store them in a frost-free shed.
-  Take steps to prevent the pond freezing over completely.

-  Net ponds to deter herons.

Wildlife Gardening

-  Clean out birdbaths and nesting boxes.
-  Put out water and bird food regularly to encourage birds into the garden.
Garden Structures
-  Clean and store bamboo canes and stakes under cover.  Clean and dry machinery
    before storing.  Ensure any fuel is drained.

-  Drain standpipes and irrigation lines.
-  Clean decking and patio areas.

-  Use wire netting to create leafmould pens for collected fallen leaves.
